| have always been drawn to roles where | can make a difference in
people’s lives—helping to change their circumstances for the better.

Over the years, I've worked in drug and alcohol rehabilitation, crisis
housing and family counselling. Each role has been deeply satisfying,
exhausting, and profoundly demanding.

That journey eventually brought me to
Reach Beyond, where I've encountered incredible stories of change
and transformation—stories like the one below.

‘Dear Sir, | don’t know what to say, but let me tell you one
thing — your God is true. | come from a Hindu family that
worships idols. | was faithful to the traditions my family
taught me. | have pictures of other gods in my house, which
we decorate with flowers and worship it.

This fine day, my friend unintentionally forwarded a
message to me. She usually forwards many WhatsApp
messages, but this was different—it was not meant for me,
and | didn’t know it would talk about Jesus. As usual, | read
it, just as | would read any other message.

“Why are you rejecting me?” Those were the words | heard.
I kept going back and forth, wondering who had | rejected?
The only person | could think of was a man who had
recently proposed to me. | re-read the message before
heading off to work. Later, while travelling home on the bus
after work, | heard the same voice again, “Why are you
rejecting me?” | ignored it and continued browsing on my
mobile.

| went home, had dinner, received a call from a friend, and
then went to bed. Again, | heard this voice, “Why are you
rejecting me?”

This time, it connected to the words | had read earlier in
the morning. | tried to sleep again, but my brother was
watching a TV program in the next room, and the volume
was quite loud. In the program, a man speaking to a
woman, stated, “Why are you rejecting me?” This
message was hitting me hard. Reluctantly, | went back to
the message | had read that morning—and that’s when |
found the answer.

Believe me, | was crying, and something filled my heart.

| was so deeply touched. | heard these words, “| am the
Lord your God. | died for you and rose again — | will come
back.” | felt something new in my life, before eventually
falling asleep.

The next day, | shared this experience with my friend who
sent me the original message. She told me that it is God
who is speaking to me, and she prayed with me. | am now
a true believer of Jesus Christ.

I now follow this everyday devotional, and it is very helpful
in my life. Thank you.” (Secret believer of a Big God — as
told by her)

Stories like the one above are only possible because God sent his
Son. As John 17:3 reminds us, ‘This is eternal life, that they may know
you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ who you have sent.” Jesus,
the sent Son, the saving Son, the sufficient Son—is at the heart of
every life transformed by His love and grace.
